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Students who can duplicate this can use it to increase their speed of calculations.
How to use this multiplication table example: Pick a number from the top row (in 
bold), let us choose 6.  )  Pick another number, this time from the left column (also in bold), 
let us choose 4.  )  From 4, move right until you find the box that lines up with the 6 in the 
top row.  That box has 24 in it; this is the answer since 6 x 4 = 24.

Did you know?  You can use the chart to find the area of squares and rectangles when the length and width are given.  For example:  You have a rectangle with the dimensions of 9inches by 12inches.  You can quickly use the grid to find the area. The area is (A=LxW)10 8inches.  You could quickly draw your rectangle (9rows by 12 columns).  The area is the number in the lower right box. (Blue and red boxes).

Did you know? You can also quickly find equivalent fractions using the grid.  For Example:  Find the fraction in the left column.  Reading from left to right, you will see equivalent fractions. (See green lines and arrows). 
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How to use this multiplication table example: Have students complete the table in a timed test.  Students who can quickly reproduce this table from memory in a testing situation can then use it for calculations.  This helps students concentrate on the problems rather than “counting” out their multiplication calculations.
