Steps to Writing an Argument Essay [image: image1.wmf]
· Introduction – Announce your stance (your thesis statement) and give the reader an idea of why you believe that your belief is the right one.  Remember to include a HOOK.

· Body Paragraphs – As a writer you must prove that your stance is the right one by providing evidence to prove it.  You may use the “Cost and Benefits” chart from your notes and/or your own thoughts about the orphan trains. Give good examples!  Write as if the reader does not know anything about orphan trains!

· Conclusion – Finish your argument by once more stating your stance and reiterating for the reader why this stance is the right one (use your notes on writing a conclusion).

*There are no set numbers of paragraphs, points, or words required.  Just be sure that the reader understands the issue and your stance towards the issue.  By the end of the essay, the reader should be convinced that your belief is the right one.
